3. Submission Conditions

1. Educational research must be conducted between the year 2023 and the submission
date.

2. Authors can submit more than one research paper for consideration.

3. For external funding research with contractual restrictions on dissemination, authors
must obtain permission from the funding agency prior to submission.

4. Submitted papers must be original and not plagiarized or adapted from others' work.
Authors are prohibited from repurposing their own previous research into new papers.
Co-authors’ approvals must also be obtained.

5. In cases of violation, Office of the Education Council reserves the right to disqualify the
submission and revoke the decision. Authors will bear sole responsibility for any resulting
damages, complaints, or legal actions.

6. Research papers must adhere to the prescribed format/template including complete
details as outlined in the research paper guide. Incomplete or incorrectly paper submissions will
not be considered.

7. If conditionally accepted, authors must revise their papers based on reviewers’
comments within the specified timeframe. Failure to do so will result in disqualification.

8. Accepted papers for presentation at ThaiCER 2026 will be archived and published in
ThaiEdResearch database maintained by Office of the Education Council.

4. Submission Instructions

1. Applicants can download the research paper guide and template via the website
https://thaicer.onec.go.th using the provided QR code. After finished writing the papers,
applicants must save the file in both pdf and .docx formats. Papers must not exceed 15 Ad
pages and must comply with the specified formatting requirements as follows:

- Microsoft Word with Times New Rorman font, and single spaced (1.0).

- Ad-sized paper in portrait orientation.

- Page margins: Top 1 inch, Bottom 1 inch, Left 1.25 inches, and Right 1 inch.

(Length: No more than 15 A4 pages)

. Title (A title should be concise, clear, and reflective of the main content of the research
article)

. Abstract (An abstract should include the purpose, research methodology, and findings
and should be written in a structured manner within 300 words limit)

Keywords (The keywords should be provided in alphabetical order separated by commas)
Introduction (An introduction should clearly provide a rational for the research as well as
the background and context to convey the importance of the research)

Research Objectives (A research objectives should align with the identified problem or
research questions)

Literature Review (A literature review should systematically analyze and synthesize
existing research studies related to the research topic)

Research Methodology (A research methodology should clearly describe population and
sample, collecting tools, data collection and data analysis)

Results (A results should clearly provide the results of the study that align with the
research objectives. Whenever possible, display quantitative results in table format to
make it easy for readers to understand)

Conclusions, Discussion and Recommendations (An author should provide the drawing
data-driven conclusions, discussion as well as recommendations that present the insights
uncovered by the research and how they can be used to advance your field of study)
